Its precision and remarkable balance make it an ideal 
companion for gastronomy. The nose initially delivers 
notes of white peach, brioche, grapefruit and candied 
quince, developing towards aromas of toasted almonds. 
The palate is creamy and fresh. The length is remarkable 
and the finish on mineral notes pairs perfectly with  
a refined cuisine.
